Quick Reference: Flu Shot Benefits

If you get a flu shot from the Health Center, you will not have any out-of-pocket costs.  

If you get a flu shot from a URx in-network provider with injection privileges, you will not have any out-of-pocket costs.  To find an in-network provider under the URx prescription plan:  www.medimpact.com, click on the MEMBER tab, and sign in or call (888) 648-6764.

If you attend a flu shot clinic or get a flu shot from an out-of-network pharmacy, you will be responsible for the full cost of the immunization. You can submit the receipt   to your flexible spending account (if you elected that benefit).  You may contact Allegiance (our flexible spending account administrator) if you have any questions on this process at www.allegianceflexadvantage.com.  You can also submit the receipt to Cigna and benefits will apply as described below.

[bookmark: _GoBack]If you receive your flu shot at a doctor’s office or other health care provider’s office or if you submit your receipt to Cigna, the following benefits apply (depending on your plan):

For the 2013 Plan Year (January 1, 2013-December 31, 2013)

On the Classic plan, flu shot coverage is:
For services provided by an in-network provider:
· No deductible, and no coinsurance.
For services provided by an out-of-network provider:
· Calendar year deductible applies.
· If the deductible is satisfied, the member’s coinsurance is 35%
· Non-participating providers can balance bill the difference between the charge and allowable fee.

On the Choice plan, flu shot coverage is:
For services provided by an in-network provider:
· If the immunization is done with an office call, there will be a $15 copayment for the office call and no other coinsurance.
· If the immunization is done without an office call, there is no copay, no deductible, and no coinsurance (no out-of-pocket cost to you).
For services provided by an out-of-network provider:
· Out of network deductible applies.
· If the deductible is satisfied, the member’s coinsurance is 35%
· Non-participating providers can balance bill the difference between the charge and allowable fee.
